‘High Street Baptist Church, Tring, UK’ 

Morning Worship 

Our Sunday services are hybrid – you can attend 

in person or via Zoom. The service starts at 

10.30am and incorporates sung worship, prayer, 

Bible readings and a sermon. We usually finish 

around 11.45am. Coffee is served before and 

after the service.  

We celebrate Communion twice a month and  

mark festivals throughout the year. We hold 

regular all-age services when we can worship 

together – no matter our age! 

 

We live stream services and record the sermons, which are 

then posted on YouTube. You may be seen on camera (back 

of head only) if seated on the front two rows. Remember, 

you can join a service with your video turned off if you prefer 

not to be seen on Zoom.

Junior Church 

Most Sundays, during morning worship at 10.30am, the 

children and young people start in the main service and then go 

out to the hall to enjoy activities exploring the Bible. The groups 

are facilitated by at least two leaders and offer something for all 

ages. There is space in the hall for carers to take their under-3s 

to play or in the foyer where you can also listen to the service.

Gatherings 

 

Being a church family means more than simply 

attending church on a Sunday morning. There 

are various opportunities to meet together for 

prayer and fellowship. These gatherings take 

place weekly, monthly or for a short series. The 

groups have various formats, from traditional 

‘house groups’ to those that meet to eat 

together, or talk about books using the Big 

Church Read format. We also have three regular 

prayer meetings: 

 

Start the Week 

We meet on Zoom every Monday for half an 

hour to pray for our community and the world. 

We follow the Northumbria Community’s 

Liturgy.  

 

High Street Prayers 

On the last Friday of the month we meet on 

Zoom at 8.30am to pray for the local businesses 

and self-employed people in our community. 

 

CTT Prayer Breakfast 

Our Churches Together Prayer Breakfast meets in 

person on the first Saturday of the month at 

8.30am. Tring churches take turns to host the 

meeting.

Community 
High Street Baptist Church has a prominent position on Tring High Street and is an active 

part of the community. Although a place of worship on Sunday mornings, we strongly 

believe that ‘church’ is not just for Sunday. We are really excited to be part of our local 

community and are concerned about making the Christian faith understandable and 

relevant in our homes, at our places of work or education and in our leisure times. We are 

active members of Churches Together in Tring and support a number of other local 

charities including DENS and CAP. 

Christians Against Poverty (CAP) provides debt help and local 

community groups across the UK. Their free services provide 

practical and emotional support and show people that there is 

always hope. Northchurch Baptist Church is partnered with 

CAP and runs money management courses and offers support. 

DENS is to be the first port of call for people in Dacorum who are 

facing homelessness, poverty and social exclusion; to support and 

empower them to take the next positive step in their lives. They 

provide temporary and short-term accommodation, and access to 

emergency food and provisions.  

Space for hire 

All areas of the church are available to hire for meetings, events 

and private parties: meeting room, foyer, hall and worship area.   

Churches Together in Tring is a network of churches. We work 

together to host a number of events during the year such as 

Lent Lunches, the Walk of Witness and events at the Tring 

Summer Carnival. Comment is the magazine of the Churches in 

Tring, with ten editions each year.

At High Street Baptist Church we are well aware that every 

family experiences the trauma of bereavement from time to 

time. We have many years’ experience of supporting people 

through this most difficult of life’s events. Our ministers are 

always available to help plan and conduct a funeral or 

thanksgiving service and our pastoral team seek to stand 

with those experiencing loss. 

 

Dedication of infants and children 

At High Street Baptist Church we offer and encourage the 

opportunity for all parents to mark the birth of a child in a 

service of worship, and we believe that this provides an ideal 

opportunity to give thanks for this new life and to commit as 

parent/parents to bringing up this child to the best of your 

ability and in the teachings of the Christian faith. The act of 

dedication also gives the local church an opportunity to offer 

their support and prayer for you. 



Being a Baptist 

Baptism 

Baptism is a very special step on the 

journey of faith. It is a moment when God’s 

presence and blessing meet us, and when 

we make a public declaration of our faith in 

Christ. In Baptist churches baptism normally 

takes place by full immersion in water as 

part of a gathered act of worship. It signifies 

that our lives are now focused on new life 

in Christ. It speaks of repentance and 

cleansing, of being united with Christ in his 

death and resurrection, and of witnessing 

to the call of God by sharing the faith 

journeys that have led people to be 

baptised as followers of Jesus Christ. 

We belong to the Baptist Union of 

Great Britain and align ourselves 

with the Christian beliefs set out in 

the BU Declaration of Principle. 

 

Membership 

Church members meet every 

quarter to discern God’s leading for 

our church family. High Street 

Baptist Church has ‘open 

membership’ which means anyone 

can become a church member on 

profession of faith. Trustees are 

appointed from within the 

membership to form the church 

Leadership Team who support the 

ministers.  

Declaration of Principle 

1. That our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, God manifest 

in the flesh, is the sole and absolute authority in all 

matters pertaining to faith and practice, as revealed in 

the holy Scriptures, and that each church has liberty, 

under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, to interpret and 

administer his laws. 

 

2. That Christian baptism is the immersion in water into 

the Name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, of 

those who have professed repentance towards God and 

faith in our Lord Jesus Christ who ‘died for our sins 

according to the Scriptures; was buried, and rose again 

the third day’. 

 

3. That it is the duty of every disciple to bear personal 

witness to the gospel of Jesus Christ, and to take part in 

the evangelisation of the world.

Tring Linking Lives is a befriending service aimed at those of any 

age who find themselves requiring some extra friendship and 

support. We operate in Tring and the surrounding villages. We 

match volunteers with people who would like to see or hear from a 

friendly volunteer visitor on a regular basis for around one hour, 

and perhaps go out for short outings to local places of interest. 

Games Afternoon 

On Wednesdays, Games Afternoon 

meet in the hall, and there is a quiet 

space in the church should you wish to 

use it. The group offers seniors an 

opportunity to play board games and 

cards together, do puzzles or simply 

enjoy the atmosphere. Hot drinks, cake 

and biscuits are provided. 



Recycling  

We have a recycling area located at the left hand side entrance to High 

Street Baptist church for bras, plastic milk bottle tops, pens, mobile 

phones, stamps and batteries. 

At High Street Baptist Church we do not see 

creation care as simply an add-on to the usual

Global Mission 

BMS World Mission 

BMS World Mission (formerly Baptist Missionary Society) is a 

Christian mission organisation working in around 30 countries 

across four continents. BMS mission workers serve alongside local 

partners to make Jesus known and share the fullness of life that 

only he can bring. BMS works among some of the most 

marginalised and least evangelised people, in some of the most 

fragile places on earth.  

 

Over the years we have supported a number of families through 

BMS. We currently support Mission Partners in Uganda. 

As a church we aim to support global mission in 

a variety of ways. Support also means giving 

financially, keeping in touch and praying for 

particular individuals and situations. As well as 

collecting for Christian Aid at our Lent Lunches, 

run as part of the Churches Together annual 

activity, we  have links with agencies and people 

working overseas. 

 

Every two months we produce a Spotlight on 

World Mission to draw attention to global issues, 

such as Fairtrade, and share information about 

the partners we support. 

Musalaha 

We currently have links with Musalaha, an 

organisation whose name means ‘reconciliation’ 

in Arabic. Musalaha promotes reconciliation 

between Israelis and Palestinians by building 

grassroots relationships. We hope High Street and 

Musalaha will benefit each other; our Growth 

strategy has echoes of their reconciliation work.  



Volunteer 

Volunteers are serving throughout the week to deliver our activity and to keep High Street 

Baptist Church running smoothly. From serving refreshments at pre-school groups, to 

giving lifts, there are many practical tasks to be done. There are also opportunities to serve 

behind the scenes. From arranging flowers and decorating the church for special events to 

weeding in the garden, there are many tasks which are invaluable to church life. There are 

also more formal roles such as serving on the Leadership Team, keeping the accounts or 

being one of our Linking Lives befrienders. Please don’t hesitate to contact us if you feel 

God is calling you to serve the church in any of these ways.  

Giving 

There are many ways to give to High Street 

Baptist Church, and we are grateful for all the 

support we receive. We rely on your gifts of time, 

prayer and money to serve God in our 

community. We thank God for the gifts we 

receive and ask that he guides us in responsible 

stewardship of all we receive.  

Gift Aid is a government scheme which allows High Street Baptist Church to reclaim the tax you have 

already paid on the money you give in your offering or donation. Gift Aid increases the value of your 

offering. For every £1 you give, we can claim 25%, that means your £1 gift 

becomes £1.25. Anyone who pays Income Tax or Capital Gains Tax can give 

through Gift Aid. For us to claim Gift Aid you need to complete a Gift Aid 

Declaration Form. You can cancel your Gift Aid Declaration at any time.

Under Data Protection legislation the Charity Trustees of High Street Baptist Church are required 

to include a Data Controller and it is the Church Secretary who acts as our Data Protection Officer. 

We collect information to enable the church to keep in touch with you and to provide pastoral 

support as appropriate. 

 

Data Protection legislation allows us to process your information as we regard it as being in the 

church’s legitimate interest. Your name and contact details will be entered into our church 

database which is password protected and is accessed only by the Ministers, Church Officers and 

Office Manager. Your contact details will be removed from the database once you are no longer a 

member of the church – unless you ask to remain as one of our ‘church friends’.  

 

In addition, we produce a Church Directory which is distributed by email to all Church Members 

and regular members of the congregation (and in hard copy as appropriate). A copy is also kept in 

the church office. We do not give copies of the Church Directory to anyone else. If you are happy 

for your details to be included please indicate where asked to do so overleaf. You can ask for your 

details to be removed at any time by contacting admin@tringbaptistchurch.org.uk.  

 

To enable us to provide adequate pastoral support to you and your family, one of the Ministers 

may record information which may be regarded as sensitive. This information will be stored (in 

password protected documents) on the church computer but the password will only be known by 

the Ministers. This information will NOT be disclosed to anyone else without your consent. You 

have the right to ask to see any information we hold about you (including the pastoral support 

information) by submitting a ‘Subject Access Request’ to the Church Secretary. You also have the 

right to ask for information which you believe to be incorrect to be rectified.  

 

If you are concerned about the way your information is being handled please speak to our Data 

Protection Officer. If you are still unhappy you have the right to complain to the Information 

Commissioner’s Office. 

 

Finally, we would like to obtain your permission to use images for sharing activity going on in the 

church and to promote events. To give your consent to this, please tick the relevant box overleaf.
